Neighborhood Bits & Bytes...
Email Updates!

Join TheAWNA email distribution list to receive the most up to dateinformation on
neighborhood issues. Currently, it costs about $700 per year to print and distribute hard copy
newd etters containing neighborhood information to 368 homesin Tresor, Vintage and Vineland.
Your generous monetary contributions make this possible. However, thecost and &fort associated
with hand delivered notices, limit our ability to keep in touch and mobilize the neighborhood
regarding issues that really hit home such as the library and park development, neighborhood
crimeand traffic, and neighborhood events. Thus, we are attempting to establish a more compre-
hensive home email addresslist so wecan digtribute information for free via the Internet.

It isimportant to be aware tha thislist isfor neighborhood use only and all emails will be
used for neighborhood business only. Your contact information will remain confidential, your
privacy will berespected. Currently, there are 175 addresses on theAWNA email digtribution -
only about 40% of the entire community. If you would like to be added to this email ligt, or need to
send corrections, please email Michael Kubiniec at mtkubiniec@cs.com. If you arenot receiving
periodic emails, then you are noton thelist.

One day, perhaps, we will be ale to go completely paperlessin the publication of our
regular newdetter. But thisrequires your email address. In the meantime, the newd etters will
continue to be digtributed hardcopy. Past and current issues of the newdetter are also available on
the AWNA web ste at: www.awnaorg.

AWNA Email Ligt Group - Another Option

The AWNA Group Email Ligt already exists and has been around for several years. Discussons
on thisforum have ranged from information regarding high speed Intemnet access in our naghbor-
hood to requests for recommendations on gardene's, housekeeping, baby sitting, etc. This e-mail
based forum is an excellent medium to makeyour voice heard, find out what is happening in the
neighborhood, post questions on neighborhood issues, etc.

The AWNA Group Email Ligt ishosted by Yahoo Groups, afree service provided by Yahoo and
garted by two of your neighbors. The only requirement to join thelist isan email address. The
email address does not nead to be a'Yahoo address and you do not have to register with Yahoo.
You can also be sure that your e-mail address will not be used outside the list and you will not
receive any junk e-mail asaresult of joining the lis. The only messages you will receive are
from other neighborsin our community who are members of the list. The volume of messages on
the lig isreldively low and they always pertain to our community.

There are 3 subscription methods:

1) Individual E-mails - you get every e-mail posted to thelist delivered to your e-mail address.

2) Digest Mode - you get a single e-mail per day containing all messages sent to theligt on that
day.

3) Web Only - you get no e-mails but you can browse the list messages, and post your own, at
anytime by viditing thelist’'s Web address at http://groups.yahoo.com/group/awna. (This method
requires aYahoo I D, which takes about 2 minutes to obtain).

When people send their request to subscribe to the ligt, they can specify which subscription
method they prefer. Also, each subscriber has the ahility to change the subscription options at any
time viatheWeb address given above.

Thecurrent AWNA list includes about 35 member families from our community and will become
alot more useful and informative as more people join. Itwill also allow for the open discussion of
neighborhood issues such as future enhancements to the park.

Theeases way to join the AWNA list isto send a message to crimola@comcagt.net requesting to
be added to thelist. You can also go directly to thelist’s web address but this requires that you
register with Yahoo. If you wishto join thisway, go to this URL: http://www.egroups.com/group/

| didn't receive aquestion for thisissue of the newdetter so | thought it
might be an excellent time to cover a couple of items very rdevant to
our homes and pesonal safety in light of therecent occurrencesin
New Orleans and Texas with Katrina and Rita...How to be prepared for
an eathquake and theresulting problems we might encounter. This
information was found on an excdlent website; www.72hours.org |
would not only encourage you to review this webste but art building

your Emergency Kit immediately. Thiskit should be stored in a water
tight shed or cabinet OUTSIDE your home. should therebea structurd
problem with your homethat might prevent you from reentering and
retrieving your kit!

Build a Kit....After amajor disaster the usual services we teke for granted, such as running
water, refrigeration, and telephones, may be unavailable. Experts recommend that you should be
prepared to be self-sufficient for at least three days. Your basic emergency kit should include:

* Ok ok k% ok ok ok Xk ok Ok Kk Ok X * ok *

* \Water — one gallon per person per day

Food —ready to eat or requiring minimal waer

Manual can opener

Firg Aid kit & ingructions

Essential medications

Flashlight

Radio — battery operaed and batteries

Cash in small denominations

A copy of important documents & phone numbers

Unscented liquid household bleach for water purificaion

Personal hygiene itemsincluding toilet paper, feminine supplies, an sog
Sturdy shoes & Heavy gloves

Warm clothes, a hat and rain gear

A local map

Extra prescription eyeglasses, hearing aid or other vital personal items
Plagtic sheeting, duct tape and utility knife for covering broken windows
Blanket or deeping bag

Extrakeysto your house and vehicle

Large plagtic bags for waste and sanitation

Any special-need items for children and seniors or people with disabili-

ties. Don't forget water and suppliesfor your pets.

Dumpster Day - A Success!

Our firg sponsored Dumpster Day on August 20th was pretty successful from the standpaint of
having enough “ customers’ to cover the cost of the dumpgter. Infact, we had 23 total customers
and cleared $110 to help fund AWNA operations such as publishing our newdetter.
Somefokswho did not arrive early onin the day were surprised to find the dumpster full and
closed up by about 12 noon. We had planned to havethe dumpster open from 8 AM to 3 PM.
However, it got filled up sooner. | had no way to predict thelevd of participation from the
neighborhood. Infact, there were several people who pre-registered and never showed, plus
therewerefolksthat did not pre-register that did.

In the future, perhaps we' Il makefor ashorter period of time and/or havefolks pay in advance.
We had 2 competing goals here: cover the cost of the dumpster ($400) which required 20 people;
and providea community service for for ndghborsto get rid of stuff.

Thanks for your interest. But it was clearly afirst come first served situaion. Based on the level
of participation even if wegot a second dumpster, we probably would not have come close to
filling it. Therefore, we would have lost money.

Again, there was no real way to predict thelevel of participation. | wishtherewas. Evenif we
get folks to pay in advance, somebring alittle and somebring more. But, in my opinion, no one
filled up more than their fair share

Thanks for those that participated. | am sure we'll do this again - perhapstwice ayear. If you'd
like to coordinatethis, let me know (tel: 445-2644; email: mtkubiniec@cs.com). It was very
easy! If you haveany suggestions for improving theway this was planned and/or executed,
please let me know. Rumor is that the City is planning to do this for our neighborhood in 2006,
but don’t know exactly when. Details will be provided when known.
