| didn@® receive a question for this month@ column
so | thought | would take you on ajourney down
memory lane. Most of the residents of the Old
Almaden Winery know that | am one of the
origind ownersin thedeve opment. Most of you
don® know that quite afew years ago, | was a
sdes supervisor for Almaden Winery and spent
many hoursa thislocation asan employee
conducting winetastings and tours, attending saes
mextings and receiving training.

| began my sdes career for Almaden Wines in
1978 being hired as thefirst femae Saes Supervi-
sor West of the Mississippi. My jobinvolved
overseeing the locd wine and liquor distributors
for therestaurantsin San Joseand Santa Clara. A
good portion of my job involved public rdations
with therestaurant owners and ther staff. This
brought me to the Almaden fecilitiesin this
location prior to our homes being built.

Driving west on Blossom Hill from Meridian
Avenue, theVindand subdivision was thesite of
Vindand Elementary School. The entrance to the
Almaden Winery headquarters was located about
100 yard west of where Chambertin Driveis
locaed. Entering the site, thearea on theimmedi-
ae left was thehelipad and hanger. Thiswasone
of the highlights of my employment at Almaden! |
would often times take dients to Hollister and
Pacinesviaashort, yet excitingridein the
helicopter for atour of the vineyards followed by a
wonderful catered luncheon. Not too many
individua s have had the opportunity to skim
through the vdley alittleabove the tree topsin the
Almaden hdicopter!

On theright of the entrance road, was alarge
employee parking lot adjacent to the very large
Oak tree (now located in the backyard of 1522
BorddasDrive. Running from Bouchard dl the
way to Bergerac and from Miridle to about mid-
block of Tournaine Bordelasand was part of the
origind vineyards planted by Etienne TheeQend
tended by Charles Lefranc and Paul Masson. At
thecorner of Chambertin and Bergerac were large
winestorage tanks. Running along Brionne was
the bottling plant.

Inthe center of the devd opment were theMary
Lester gardens, the forma Rose Gardens and the
1852 Winery Building. Mary Lester, alongtime
employee of Almaden Winery was honored with
the Gardens being named for her when she retired
from her job a Almaden.

TheResultsAreln!

You may remember inthe March @3 AWNA Newsletter, | wrote an artid e about the frustrating experience
with my various attemptsto get high-speed internet access. | conducted alittle survey and asked you for
feedback about your high-speed internet experience in our neighborhood. | received atotd of 24 re-
sponses. Thanks to all thosewho participated.

With theinformationyou sent, | created a map of our neighborhood to try to determine wher e the bound-
aries are for homeswhich receive fast high-speed internet access, homesthat receive moder ae-speed
access, and those that have no high-speed internet access. | categorized the type of service by the maxi-
mum linespeed asfollows: 1) o DSL signdQ 2) 144 - 384 kbps (moderae), and 3) >385 kbps (fast).
Then | looked a the various access methods like ADSL, IDSL, Sprint Fixed Wireless, sadlite and
modems. [Note that thiswork was done before cablebroadband service was availablein our neighbor-
hood.]

Asaresult of thesurvey, it becameobvious that the homeswhich are located in Vindand dong Bdlagio
Dr. (4replies) are aleto receive afast DSL connection with speads way above 385kbps. Thisisadear
indication that they are dose enough to the next Centrd Office (CO) to receive adecent DSL signa.
There were several homes (7 replies) scattered throughout Vindand, Tresor and Vintagethat receive DSL
signd s a moderate speeds between 144 and 385 kbps. Itislikdy that these homes have IDSL connec-
tions- asomewhat slower, more expensive form of access. The other homes that responded to thesurvey
(13 replies), dso scatered throughout the neighborhood, can@® receive any DSL signd because they are
too far away (> 16,500 feet) from the next CO. A number of homesthat canQ receiveany DSL signd have
subscribed to fixed wireless services which are no longer availablefor new subscriptions, or simply use a
modem to did-up. The bottom lineisthat only the North-East corner of our community iscloseenough to
aCO to get standard DSL service at very high-speeds.

In order to get good DSL signd coverage for the entire AWNA community, a new CO that iswithinthe
required distance to dl our homes is needed. To the best of my knowledge, SBC® plan to expand D SL
coverage inour area is indefinitdy on hold. Perhaps thiswill change in the future, but it does not gopear
that we currently have criticd mass to get SBC to change itsimmediate plans.

However, there has been some light a the end of the tunnd. Since | conducted this survey, Comcast
(formerly AT& T Broadband) has begun to provide full cable broadband internet coverage in our entire
community. The price for cable broadband is somewhat higher than for the standard DSL service offered
by SBC-Yahoo, Earthlink and others, but it does provide consistent high speed and throughput. Though |
don® want to sound like an advertisement for Comeast, | mysdf signed up for its cable broadband service
when it became availablein April, and | am very sdtisfied with the service .

In summeary, though the mgority of our community lacks the ability to accesstruly fast high-speed D SL
service, Comcast now provides an acceptabl e high-speed dternative via cable broadband. Though itis
more expensive than the$29.99 DSL specids that SBC-Yahoo has been running, in many casesitis less
expensive or equally expensivecomparedto | DSL, fixed wirdessor satdliteoptions. Perhgps this
situation will leed SBC to recognize thepotentid for new customersin our community and put the
necessary infrastructure in place. | will continue to monitor this situation and report back if and when
there are changes. | nthe meantime, feel free to contact meif you have any questionsonthistopic.
